Amazing Trees

Painshill Park was created in the
eighteenth century by Charles Hamilton.
His breathtaking vistas and follies have
inspired generations of visitors, gardeners
and landscape architects.

Many of the trees you see in the park today

were planted by Hamilton in the 18th century.

The great Cedar overlooking the lake today
is reputed to be one of the largest
Cedar of Lebanon in Europe.

Restoration of the landscape

Following decades of neglect, Painshill Park
was completely overgrown by the Ilate
1970s. The follies were derelict and
Hamilton’s majestic landscape was
seemingly lost for ever.

The Painshill Park Trust was formed in 1981
to restore the park and so far, the scale of
restoration is astonishing. One of the most
important restoration activities is replacing
the many hundreds of plants and trees
which formed the original eighteenth century
landscape.

The integrity of our restoration is important.
The Trust has undertaken detailed archive
research to ensure that all new trees planted
are species that would have been available
to Hamilton in the 18th century. We continue
to replace more lost specimen trees in the
ongoing restoration of the Park.

Painshill Park Trust is a small registered
charity and all of the tree planting is funded
through grants, charitable donations and
sponsorship.

There is a variety of trees you can choose
from such as Oak, Beech and specimen
trees for the arboretum or pinetum located
at the west end of the park. Alternatively,
you may prefer a flowering tree for the
Temple of Bacchus, the shrubbery or the
Chinese Bridge peninsula.
